Brexit and Integris 
 
Following the issue of  Lord Agnew's letter to schools about preparedness for leaving the EU relating to data protection dated 17th 

September 2019 and subsequent advice issued by the DfE,  we have received some questions from schools about whether RM hold 

data within the EU.

For the attention of Primary schools! 
The new Primary Assessment Gateway has replaced NCA tools from the 2019/20 academic year. You can continue to 

access 2019 KS2 test results in NCA tools until 11:59pm on Friday 29 November.  Please remember to downloaded your 

KS2 TA and Test results via a CTF file from NCA Tools website if you haven't done so already - these results can then be 

imported directly into Integris within seconds and used in Intelligence and other reporting! 

 

Note that you will not be able to use your NCA tools sign-in details for the Primary Assessment Gateway.  

 

NCA tools users who accessed the site in the previous academic year have been set up with a new account in the Primary 

Assessment Gateway. This includes NCA tools superusers, and nominated users whose email address matched the 

domain of their organisation’s superuser. You will receive an email to notify you that your account has been set up. This will

Some tips from the helpdesk....... 
How can I find out which of our pupils are drawing PP funding this year as well as previous years? 
Providing your school has imported the PP Download file each year to update Integris with the latest list of pupils and their PP grant funding, 

you can search for pupils which match a specific funding year by performing this search either within Student Details/Speed Edit or within 

Student Find for any report: 

Click Find (or +) to access the Student Search screen  > click the Additional Info tab > in the Pupil Premium Grant box, select Any Pupil 

Premium (or if you want to search for EverFSM only, select DPP-Deprivation Pupil Premium) >  Applies >  select the year required e.g 

2019/2020 or 2018/2019 etc.> click Find  > then click Select and Yes to select all that match. 

 

We have added a new PP Funding - Pupil List report into the Reports> Ad-Hoc Reporting Simple > Local Authority Reports folder which 

lists the pupils resulting from your search above and the grant type, grant start and end date. Have a go at running it! Remember you can add 

the year of funding into the report title on the criteria screen before you generate the report.
