Recording and searching for Pupil Premium 

Entitlement screen on a pupil record
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All the information relating to Pupil Premium is held in a pupil record on the Entitlement screen as follows.
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Searching for individual PP fields or a combination of fields has been made more accessible and flexible. 

Using Find/Additional Info

When using Find (for the General Search screen), on the Additional Info tab you can search for Pupil Premium information.
The Pupil Premium fields have been grouped together in the Find/ Additional Info search screen as follows:

Please note the following regarding each of the fields:

Entitled to FSM – when set to TRUE, will look for pupils with an FSM Eligibility Start date entered (and no end date) i.e. those pupils flagged with [image: image2.png]



Ever FSM – when set to TRUE, will look for pupils that are currently FSM eligible or were FSM in the past where eligibility has ended, regardless of whether Pupil Premium Grant has been received by the school or not. 

Note: the Ever FSM field is a ‘hidden’ field which works in the background and switches ‘on’ when an FSM Eligibility date has been entered into a child’s record. It remains switched on when an FSM End date has been entered. We were not able to search using this field until now.
Pupil Premium Grant – this relates to the information contained within the Pupil Premium Grant box on the pupil’s record.

PP Grant can be defined to search for a specific type of premium (including EYP). If you are searching for FSM related premium, then select the option DPP- Deprivation Pupil Premium. Select Applies and choose option Any Year in the Academic Year field 
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This will search for pupils who are flagged with [image: image4.png]


 indicating that the school is receiving PP funding for these pupils regardless of whether they are currently FSM eligible or not. 

New field! School-defined Pupil Premium - this tick box field is completely in the control of the school and can be used by the school to identify pupils for whom PP funding is expected.
When set to TRUE, the search will find only those pupils who have a tick in the school-defined PP box. (This does not include the pupils flagged as[image: image5.png]


).
** Note: this field should be used to flag those pupils who have become FSM eligible since the last January census as these pupils will not be flagged via the DfE download file until the end of the following academic year. 
Ever Pupil Premium – when set to TRUE, this will find all pupils who have an entry in the Pupil Premium Grant table, irrespective of the type of grant and the financial year the grant was allocated for i.e. ALL PP pupils school is receiving PP grant for as designated by the DfE

Additional information relating to EYPP

Schools can now manually add an EYPP Grant entry into the PP Grant box for any Nursery pupil (from year N2 and below) as this information is not provided through the normal DfE PP download file.
In addition, schools can also tick the ‘School-defined PP’ box for these pupils so that they can also be found in searches for PP pupils as above. 

Combined searches using Advanced Find

You can search on one of the fields for your initial search and then add further searches to it to build a combined list.

For example, to find ALL FSM/Deprivation PP pupils, you would do the following:

Go to Find > Additional info > set DPP Applies Any Year and click Find.

Then click Advanced Find and click +

You are back in the Search screen – click on Additional Info tab and set new search 
School-defined Pupil Premium = TRUE and click Find (see **note above)

You should now have a combined list of all DPP pupils (funded and not yet funded).
